This meeting is being held via teleconference pursuant to Government Code section 
54953(e)(l)(B) and Resolution 2022-02 ,mtl in compliance with the Brown Act. On May 11, 2022, 
the Foresthill Public Utility District Board of Directors determined pursuant to Govenunent Code 
section 54953(e)(1)(B) that emergency conditions caused by the COVID-19 virus pose a threat to 
meeting attendees' health and safety and elected to meet via teleconference. The DistJict is 
required (1) to post notice and agendas as otherwise provided by the Brown Act and applicable 
law, (2) allow members of the public to access the meeting via call-in line or internet-based service 
line, (3) provide details on the agenda on how to access the meeting and give public comment, 
(4) provide an opportunity to comment pursuant lo Goven,ment Code section 54934.3 and a llow 
a reasonable amount of time during public comment for a person to register, login, and comment, 
and (5) monitor the call-inli.11e and/ or internet-based service line to ensure no disruption hinders 
access or ability to comme11t, if there is, take no action until public access is restored. The DisLTicl 
is not required to provide a location to attend in-person.
