Board Action: President Dowling made a motion to approve the consent agenda. The motion 
was seconded by Vice President Bell and carried unanimously (5-0) after a roll call vote. 

President Dowling invited public comment; no comments were offered. 

7. OPERATIONS ACTION ITEMS:

7.1. Approve proposal from Verdantas Engineering to provide professional services for 
the design of a potable water welded steel storage tank to replace existing bolted 
steel tanks in an amount not to exceed $250,000 

Recommended action: Approve proposal and authorize General Manager to execute 
appropriate agreements for the design of a welded steel storage tank 
Public comment: 

Board Action: Vice President Bell made a motion to approve the Verdantas Engineering 
proposal and to authorize the General Manager to execute appropriate agreements to complete 
the design of a welded steel storage tank to replace the existing bolted steel tanks. The motion 
was seconded by Director Pruett. 

Public Comment: Patty Wade provided her opinion regarding replacing the tanks and 
approving the proposal. 

Board Action: After a roll call vote, the motion failed 2-3 with Treasurer Thompson, Director 
Foster and President Dowling voting no.

Stringer, is a local resident with a good resume. She deserves an interview by the Board.
The interview process allows the Board to gain in-depth information of her qualifications.
Meeting an applicant personally can reveal if the applicant is a good fit for the FPUD. To
dismiss the interview process should not be an option.

d. Requested outcome: The Board approve scheduling an interview with Lori Stringer as
an applicant for an in-house Finance Manager position which has been vacant for nearly
three years.

Board Action: Vice President Bell made a motion to revise Policy #5060.11 to the following 
language: 

"Copies of a meeting's draft minutes will be distributed to Directors no later 
than Wednesday of the following week. The draft minutes will also be included 
as part of the agenda packet for the subsequent meeting, at which time the Board 
will consider approving the minutes as presented or with modifications. Once 
approved by the Board, the official minutes shall be kept in a fireproof vault or 
in a fire-resistant, locked cabinet, and will be posted on the District's web site." 

The motion was seconded by President Dowling. 

Public Comment: Patty Wade commented on her interest in the number of views the video 
recordings had received. 

Board Action: The motion carried 4-1 with Director Pruett voting no. 

Board Action: Vice President Bell made a motion to revise Policy #5060.12 to the following 
language: 
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"An audio or video recording of regular and special 111.eetings of the Board of 
Directors shall be made, unless prevented by technical difficulties or equipment 
malfunction. If a recording is made, it shall be posted on the District's website 
or designated online platfonn by District staff no later than Wednesday of the 
next week." 

The motion was seconded by President Dowling. 

President Dowling invited public comment; no comments were offered. 

Board Action: The motion carried 3-2 with Treasurer Thompson and Director Foster voting no. 

Board Action: President Dowling made a motion to revise Policy #5060.22 to the following 
language: 

"SummanJ Record of Public Comment - This policy requires that the minutes 
include a short summanJ of public comments made on matters on and not on the 
agenda, along with the names of the individuals who provided those comments. 
The purpose is to ensure the public record reflects that comments were received 
and what general issues were raised." 

The motion was seconded by Director Foster. 

President Dowling invited public comment; no comments were offered.

received or given the opportunihJ to review the CSI Metrics contract proposal to design
and implenzent the Supervisory Control & Data Acquisition (SCAD A)
Project. Specifically there needs to be a better understanding of why new phases were
added after the initial project was approved by the Board in Oct. 2024, and whether or
not the parts to implement the project are new or used such as the PLC panel (Phase 3 &

4) which normally costs over $50,000 and this cost is not reflected in the CSI Metrics
itemized cluzrt. The PLC panel monitors and controls water management and therefore
should be new equipment.

d. Requested outcome: Provided to the Board the list of past bids for this project, along
with providing the Board the CSI Metrics contract and examine the qualihJ of the parts
installed (new or old), and revisit why the pluzses 6 & 8 appeared when not in the
original Oct. 2024 Board approved project.
